Mr. Marshall is a 64-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding hypothyroidism management. He was diagnosed with hypothyroidism in 2023. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, atrial fibrillation, anxiety, and COPD. The patient reports symptoms of palpitation, dry skin, and fatigue. He reports some weight gain. He denies any difficulty swallowing. His TSH is 47.93, free T4 0.8, and free T3 3.1. His T3 uptake is 25.

Plan:

1. For his hypothyroidism management, we will start the patient on brand name Synthroid 100 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel six to eight weeks. His current TSH is 47.93, free T4 is 0.8, and free T3 uptake is 25.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, check current lipid panel.

4. For his atrial fibrillation, followup with cardiology.

5. For his anxiety, continue followup with primary care provider.

6. Followup with primary care provider.
