Ms. Taylor is a 35-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of thyroid function studies. The patient is currently 28 weeks pregnancy. Denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She reports some dry skin. She denies any compressive symptoms of the thyroid. She denies any shortness of breath or chest pain. The patient had some fluctuating thyroid lab, which have been normalized. Her TSH at that was slightly 0.108. Denies any palpitations or tremors. Denies any weight loss. Her free T4 was also 0.79 at that time then labs were repeated and they normalized with a TSH of 0.494 and free T4 0.95.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of thyroid function studies, the patient has had some fluctuation in her thyroid labs, which can happen during pregnancy. Her last thyroid labs showed a normal value of a TSH of 0.494 and free T4 of 0.95.

2. Due to fluctuation in her thyroid function studies, I will obtain another set of labs including a TSH, free T4, and free T4. I will also check her autoimmune thyroid disease including a TPO antibody level and antithyroglobulin antibody level.

3. She is currently 28 weeks pregnant.

4. We will check a current CBC and her thyroid function studies. At this point, we will only monitor her thyroid function studies and no need for treatment at this time. We will monitor closely.
