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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 95-year-old white female that lives by herself is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has nephrosclerosis that is associated to the aging process and the presence of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. Her kidney function remains the same; the serum creatinine is 1.4, the BUN is 30 and the estimated GFR is 34 mL/min. There is no alteration in the liver function tests and she is feeling well.

2. Arterial hypertension that has been under control most of the time. Blood pressure today 149/78. The body weight remains at 149 pounds.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control. The lipid profile with a cholesterol of 200, LDL of 115, and HDL is 58.

4. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease status post one PCI. The patient has adequate ejection fraction.

5. Status post bioprosthetic valve replacement of the aortic valve in 2017. The patient is followed by the cardiologist.

6. Osteoarthritis that is under control.

7. There is no evidence of hyperkalemia. The patient is in stable condition. We are going to see her in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes checking the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
