DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 81-year-old Hispanic female with a history of left renal cell carcinoma that was excised at the Moffitt Cancer Center in Tampa. The patient had total nephrectomy because apparently they were suspecting compromise of the hilum. The laboratory workup that was done on 03/04/2024 shows a creatinine of 1.2, BUN of 28, and estimated GFR of 42. There is no evidence of alteration in the microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio and there is a normal protein-to-creatinine ratio.

2. The patient has history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure today is 139/78 and the blood pressure log that the patient has at home is very satisfactory.

3. Cholelithiasis. Cholecystectomy will be done by Dr. Lackey on 03/14/2024.

4. The patient is overweight. The body weight is 169. BMI is 32. The patient is advised to decrease the caloric intake. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
