ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Chaparro, Ester

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy, incomplete.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Colorectal cancer screening and history of colon polyps.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the transverse colon. Further advancement was not possible due to significant looping and technical difficulty. The scope was withdrawn and then was reattempted. However, the maximum extent reached was transverse colon. Additionally, the patient’s heart rate dropped to the 20s indicating significant bradycardia secondary to vasovagal from abdomen pressure. Therefore, procedure was not pursued further. The patient recovered well post procedure without any complications.
FINDINGS: Cecum not reached. Technically difficult study secondary to significant looping. Significant bradycardia. Sigmoid colon polyps x 2, 1.1 to 1.3 cm sessile, both removed by cold snare. Retroflex exam was normal. Maximum extent reached was mid-transverse colon.
IMPRESSION: Sigmoid colon polyps. Technically difficult study. Incomplete study secondary to significant looping and bradycardia.

PLAN:
1. Follow up in the office to discuss next steps.

2. Suggested recommendations would be either Cologuard or CT colonography. If the patient is willing to pursue with colonoscopy, recommend performing at Orlando Health with a thin enteroscope.
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
