CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after discharge from the hospital.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came in with his wife as he could not drive and the patient had seizures at home few days ago after that paramedics were called and the patient was taken to the emergency room. He stayed there for three days and started on Keppra 500 mg one tablet twice a day. Wife stated that the patient is having daytime sleepiness.
The patient also had chronic kidney disease and requiring dialysis, but now his dialysis is onetime a week and he has been seen by nephrologist on a regular basis.

The patient complained of cough on and off and it is worse upon exertion and occasionally the patient has wheezing. The patient was seen by pulmonologist and he has a followup appointment.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, recent travel, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day and aspirin 81 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 50 mcg one a day.

The patient has history of dementia and he is on memantine 10 mg one tablet twice a day.

The patient has a history of heartburn and he is on pantoprazole 20 mg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and they all live with his son. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient goes for hemodialysis once a week.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
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EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory with assist.

I had a long discussion with wife regarding the patient’s treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
