REASON FOR VISIT: The patient is a 3-year-old male who presents by mother with complaint of scalp lesions and dry lesion with some areas of drainage. The patient’s mother stated that child has not responded to any antibiotic treatment topically orally. She is requesting for a second opinion over the scalp lesion.

ALLERGIES: No report of any drug allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: ENT: Mother reported no nasal discharge. No ear pain. No loss of hearing. No sore throat. No painful swallowing. Eyes: No report of any blurred vision. No eye pain.

CARDIAC: No report of any chest pain.

RESPIRATORY: No nocturia shortness of breath or cough.

GI: No report of any abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

SKIN: No report of any rash. Mother reported scaling rash over the scalp area and multiple areas of scalp. The patient has _________ tightness. Child shows no discomfort.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: No report of any joint pain or joint stiffness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child appears in good spirit. No distress noted.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 33.1 pounds. O2 saturation 98%. Blood pressure 95/68. Pulse 104. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membranes are pearly grey. No erythema. Oral mucosa is pink and moist.

NECK: Supple. No stiffness. No adenopathy.

HEART: S1 and S2 audible with regular rate and rhythm. No murmur noted.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes, no crackles, no orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3 with no deficit noted.

SKIN: Warm and dry with exception of scalp puffiness over the scalp area with some scaling and draining lesions over multiple areas of the scalp. No marked tenderness noted. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficit noted.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Seborrheic dermatitis.

PLAN: The patient mother was instructed to relieve patient _________ and give him some haircut to allow relief of the follicles so healing process can start. The patient was given prescription for Nizoral shampoo to be used as instructed every other day, ketoconazole topical cream to be applied over the scalp area daily for two weeks. Followup visit scheduled for two weeks.
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
