Face-to-face evaluation to place today on 03/13/2024 with the 65-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure.
The patient is a very thin 65-year-old gentleman with COPD, protein-calorie malnutrition, generalized weakness, malaise, and chronic pain. The patient is found to be more confused today than previously. He continues to smoke, which contributes to his shortness of breath with history of COPD, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension with pedal edema associated with cor pulmonale. The patient requires around the clock care by the folks at the group home where he resides. The patient also has a KPS score of 40% and has had more shortness of breath with activity in the past and now even at rest.

It is important to mention his comorbidities again of COPD, hypertension, muscle wasting, muscle spam, anxiety and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient’s caregiver states that initially the patient had a 20-pound weight loss and since six weeks ago he has lost another 3½ pounds because of very diminished appetite. He has insomnia and behavioral issues along with sundowner’s syndrome. The patient is on 2 liters of oxygen. O2 sat stable at 93%. Overall prognosis remains poor.
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
