This is a 52-year-old woman currently under hospice care with history of COPD, renal insufficiency, CVA, left-sided weakness and chronic pain.

The patient was seen today for a face-to-face evaluation. The patient resides at 1118 Auburn View Ln in ______, Texas. The patient appears to be dyspneic with any kind of activity especially with any type of movement. She also suffers from sleep apnea, generalized anxiety, seizure, lumbar disc degeneration, and overall generalized weakness. She has a KPS score of 40%, MAC of 41.5. The patient has lost 5 pounds since last six weeks. She is now spending about 12 hours sleeping. She has O2 saturation of 92% on 2 liters; without oxygen, her oxygen saturation drops to mid 80s. The patient has had both cognitive and physical status changes related to her condition especially her COPD with shortness of breath both at rest and activity as well as increased O2 dependency secondary to her worsening COPD.
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
