The patient has a FAST score of 7A and requires constant attention regarding the patient’s ADL and changes of her diapers with bowel and bladder incontinence. She has a KPS score of 40%. Ms. Austin lives in a group home. She is no longer able to live by herself. Her MAC is at 22 cm. She is eating very little. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She is losing weight. The folks at the group home are quite concerned about her dementia. This was explained to them that when dementia is observed at an early age it appears to be much more potent as opposed to dementia seen later on in life. She has hypoventilation, which causes her O2 sat to drop around 88%. She is only oriented to person at this time. The patient continues progressive and rapid ______ both in cognitive and physical function related to her endstage dementia. The patient’s weight loss is expected to be unavoidable and the patient also requires change in position to keep her from developing bedsores and pressure ulcers.
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
