Ms. Daniels was seen today on 03/12/2024 for face-to-face evaluation. The patient resides in a group home. Melanie is the group home manager who tells me that this 85-year-old woman with history of CVA, O2 dependency, hypertension, coronary artery disease, chronic pain, significant weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle weakness, and insomnia has had a change in her condition. The patient is not oriented to person, place, or time. She has lost weight. She is eating very little. She has a right-sided weakness. She pushes her food away most times. She was able to speak a few words, but now it is very much babbling. The patient is no longer able to get in to the wheelchair, has total ADL dependency, she wears a diaper and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s overall progress is quite poor given her findings today. The patient’s chart review indicates that the patient has had numerous UTIs, which is very common in patients with end-stage CVA as well as dementia. The patient’s O2 saturation is around 92% on oxygen. FAST scale is 7C. KPS scores dropped down to 30 from 40%.
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
