The patient’s caregiver is Thoma, her daughter who states that she was taken to the emergency room because she had profuse bleeding in her mouth; apparently, they could not find the source of bleed and they sent her home with pain medication and antibiotics. The patient complains of dizziness. She has difficulty sleeping at night. She has sundowner’s syndrome. She has confusion, bowel and bladder incontinence, weakness, decreased appetite, weight loss of 7 pounds per Thoma, her daughter, anxiety and behavioral issues related to her Alzheimer’s disease. The patient vital signs were stable with O2 sat of 97%, pulse of 74, and blood pressure of 150/80. The patient shows 1+ pedal edema with evidence of muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition.
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
