Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Hailo comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. She has a history of working as a pharmaceutical technician and stopped in 2014 because of decreased vision and back issues. She states that she had difficulties standing for extended periods of time. She has a history of macular degeneration. She currently receives eye injections at the Associated Retinal Consultants. A review of the records shows a visual field test in 2012 that shows nasal depressions on the right side and a relatively unremarkable and unreliable visual field test on the left side. The records show receiving Avastin injections with a diagnosis of being a nonresponder. Subsequently, she received Eylea injections in both eyes between March 2022 and 2024. A review of systems shows arthritis, headaches, and diabetes.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and 20/60 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of–0.75 sphere on the right and –0.50 –0.25 x 015 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/20 on the right and 20/70 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on both sides. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. There is only mild nuclear sclerosis in each lens. The fundus examination shows pigment clumping and atrophy in the central macula on the right side with associated drusen. On the left side, there is an area of central atrophy and drusen that is associated with a scar and edema.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic test with a III4e stimulus and without correction and with good reliability shows 98 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 67 degrees of horizontal field on the left. There are some nasal depressions on both sides that are not supported by the clinical examination.

Assessment:
1. Macular degeneration.
2. Myopia.
Ms. Hailo has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of macular degeneration and the receipt of intraocular injections. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties with her fine depth perception in relation to small objects. However, she has the visual acuity and visual fields that should enable her to read small print with her left eye and avoid hazards in her environment with both eyes simultaneously. There is no evidence of ocular fatigue nor any reason to expect her to have any side effects in relation to her intraocular injections.
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The prognosis for the right eye is good. The prognosis for the left eye is guarded.
