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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old white female that is followed in our practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease stage IV-A3. This patient has CKD IV for more than 20 years. The ultrasound of the kidneys was consistent with smaller than expected kidneys and evidence of complex cysts; for that reason, we ordered an MRI of the kidneys that was done on 12/08/2023. The impression was moderate bilateral renal scarring and atrophy. Areas of mass-like prominence in both kidneys demonstrate iso-enhancement compared to the adjacent renal parenchyma and may reflect spare areas of renal parenchyma with motion artifact and volume averaging. Given the significant role of the motion artifact, a CT followup is recommended. In other words, there was no evidence of malignancy in the suspected areas.

2. The patient had a 24-hour urine collection with urinary protein excretion of 455 mg of protein in 24 hours.

3. The patient had cholesterol of 126, triglycerides 299, HDL 33 and LDL 46. The phosphorous is 3.6, the ionized calcium is 5.3 and the PTH is 18, which is in the normal range.

4. The patient has a history of peripheral vascular disease with a stent placement in the peripheral circulation.

5. The patient has carcinoma of the left breast that was treated with lumpectomy and radiation therapy and followed by the primary care that by the way has been switched to Dr. Maxwell. We are going to send the documentation to Dr. Maxwell.

6. BMI of 36.

7. Uric acid remains slightly elevated.

8. The patient has mixed hyperlipidemia with predominance at this point of triglycerides with slight elevation.

9. Barrett’s esophagus under therapy.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
