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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 53-year-old male with type II diabetes. The patient at the present time is managed with the administration of Jardiance 25 mg every day, Ozempic 1 mg every week, and Lantus; the patient is up to 26 units every day. He has been taking metformin 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. Hemoglobin A1c came down to 7.5. The patient is feeling much better. He feels stronger. Concentration is better. He continues to exercise and follow the diet. He used the continuous glucose monitoring and has done very well. We recommend the patient to stay on the same prescription, be stable as long as he can. The kidney function is well preserved. He has a serum creatinine of 1.16, estimated GFR is 75 and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is normal less than 50 mg/g of creatinine and pending is the albumin-to-creatinine ratio.

2. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The serum cholesterol total of 134 with triglycerides of 124, HDL of 44 and LDL of 65 that is improved compared to the prior determination.

3. Coronary artery disease that is followed by Dr. Parnassa, is very stable.

4. We are going to continue with the same approach, reevaluate in three months with laboratory workup.

Time invested in the evaluation of the lab is 7 minutes, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
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
