The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient had a broken jaw.  The patient was seen in the medical bay.  The patient was evaluated and diagnosed with concussion.  When he woke-up, the patient has severe confusion and disorientation.  The patient does not remember what happened the rest of the day.  As a matter of fact, he did not remember much for the next day or so.  The patient had severe headache, dizzy, confusion, and disorientation. 

The patient tells me that he currently has significant headache symptoms.  He has dizziness.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient has sensitivity to light.  The patient has difficulty concentrating focus at work.
The patient is working for the Navy.  The patient is in supply at work.  The patient tells me he has chronic headache is affecting him to do his work.  The patient has significant difficulty remember his task duties.  His headaches and dizziness are affecting his concentration and focus.  His ringing in the ears is constantly affecting his work.  The patient tells me that the light sensitivity to light also affecting he does his job.
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
