History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: Donald Cucuzzella is a 16-year-old male who reports he injured his right femur at work on 07/19/23. At that time, he jumped off of a lifeguard stand as it broke beneath him. His leg got caught in the stand. He then fell into the water with the stand around him. He did go to Virtua Emergency Room the same day. He had further evaluation leading to a diagnosis of a broken right femur at the distal aspect near the knee. He did not undergo any surgery and is no longer receiving any active treatment.

No medical records were provided for this evaluation. He was accompanied to the exam by his father since Mr. Cucuzzella was a minor.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION
LOWER EXTREMITIES: Inspection of the lower extremities revealed no bony or soft tissue abnormalities. There was no leg length discrepancy with the examinee supine, as measured at the medial malleoli. There were no scars, swelling, atrophy, or effusions. Skin was normal in color, turgor, and temperature. Motion of the right knee was from 0 to 125 degrees of flexion, complaining of hamstring tightness. There was some swelling about the right knee noted. Motion of the left knee as well as both hips and ankles was full in all planes without crepitus or tenderness. Deep tendon reflexes were 2+ at the patella and Achilles bilaterally. Peripheral pulses, pinprick, and soft touch sensations were intact bilaterally. Manual muscle testing was 5/5 at the extensor hallucis longus and throughout the lower extremities bilaterally. There was no significant tenderness with palpation of either lower extremity.

FEET/ANKLES: Normal macro
PELVIS/HIPS: Normal macro

THORACIC SPINE: Normal macro

LUMBOSACRAL SPINE: Normal macro
IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

On 07/19/23, Donald Cucuzzella had his right leg caught in a lifeguard’s chair as it fell into the water. He was seen at the emergency room and found to have a fracture of the distal femur. This was treated conservatively. I am not in receipt of any actual medical documentation to review.

The current exam found he ambulated with a physiologic gait. His leg lengths were equal. There was some decreased right knee flexion probably attributable to hamstring tightness. Provocative maneuvers about the hips, knees and feet were unremarkable.

There is 7.5% permanent partial disability referable to the statutory right leg.
