The patient suffers from acute on chronic respiratory failure, hypoxemia, interstitial pulmonary disease, hypo-osmolality, hyponatremia, anemia, and hypertension. The patient has pedal edema, shortness of breath, and hypoxemia, also now severe weakness and even more short of breath with any type of activity. The patient currently has a KPS score of 50%. MAC of 28 cm. The patient is short of breath with activity. She is a widow who lives with her daughter Elena who is her primary caregiver. She suffers from forgetfulness and confusion. She is now sleeping 8 to 10 hours a day. She is short of breath. She has demonstrated weight loss, cardiac cachexia and overall debility related to her endstage heart disease. The patient expected to live less than six months and is appropriate for hospice at this time.
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
