This is a 68-year-old woman on hospice currently with COPD, depression, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux, hypothyroidism, bipolar disorder, connective tissue disease and hypoventilation causing hypoxemia. The patient is 68 years old. Her MAC is 25 cm. She has had 10-pound weight loss in the past month. She is divorced. She lives alone. She has a KPS score of 50%. She is fully responsive at this time, requires neb treatments and anxiolytic to help with her symptoms. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition. She has refused oxygen in the past. She uses her nebulizer treatment very frequently. Her weight loss has been unavoidable. The patient is incontinent of urine, increased confusion most likely related to hypoperfusion.

The patient’s comorbidities include tobacco abuse, bipolar disorder, and autoimmune disorder. Other symptoms include fatigue, dizziness, cough, dyspnea with activity and conversation now, chest pain, symptoms of angina, dysesthesias with gait disturbance, muscle weakness. The patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
