Ms. Tovar is a 96-year-old woman with history of cirrhosis, hepatitis C, diabetes, hypertension, hypothyroidism, anemia, ascites, abnormal PT and PTT, fatigue, weakness, confusion, decreased weight, and anxiety. The patient was seen in the emergency room on or about 03/10/24 with urinary tract infection, weakness, obtundation, increased INR, increased PTT, increased albumin, and thrombocytopenia. The patient also has had a history of weight loss in the past few weeks and severe weakness. Given the patient’s advanced hepatitis C and other findings, hospice care was discussed with her daughter and the patient has now been admitted to hospice. The patient’s hemoglobin is hovering around 7.7 which is further causing her anemia. Overall prognosis is quite poor. She most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
