The patient presents with history of vomiting x 3 with diarrhea x 10 for the past couple of days, he states slightly better today. Mother gave him Imodium yesterday. This morning, woke up also with urticarial type eruption to his chest, back, and extremities, clearing some with Benadryl.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits except for wax in ears. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Without definite tenderness. Back: Faint urticarial eruption present in dorsal spine area. Also, faint eruption on extremities and abdomen with erythema to the anterior knees compatible with urticarial type reaction. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Gastroenteritis with urticarial reaction.

PLAN: He was advised to stay on liquid diet. Continue Benadryl. Stool specimen as needed. Follow up with pediatrician if necessary and here also if unable to get into see pediatrician.
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
