DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 21-year-old male that is referred by the Central Florida Health Care, Ms. Evan Lachica, APRN for evaluation of the kidney function. In the past history, there is hypothyroidism, hypogammaglobulinemia, obstructive sleep apnea, asthma, but the basics is that this patient is a trisomy twin with trisomy 21 syndrome and other risk factors are mitral regurgitation and hyperlipidemia. The patient had in the laboratory test a serum creatinine of 1.27, a BUN of 22, and an estimated GFR of 83 mL/min. We do not have information regarding the protein-to-creatinine ratio in the urine or the microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio in the urine. A renal ultrasound that was done on 03/13/2023 shows that the patient has significant atrophy of the right kidney and there is hydronephrosis in the left kidney. The mother was explained about the situation and the need to seek urology evaluation actively due to the fact that the patient has the contralateral kidney that is atrophic. Her decision was to take him back to the Children’s Hospital and we agree with that decision.

2. The patient has trisomy 21.

3. The patient has bronchial asthma.

4. The patient has hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

5. Hypomagnesemia.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease treated with omeprazole. In reviewing the referral, we found out that the patient is taking meloxicam and we stated the need to stop this medication because of the nephrotoxicity. We will be more than happy to see Mr. Conway after the evaluation at the pediatric hospital.

We spent 15 minutes looking at the laboratory and the referral, in the face-to-face 18 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
