DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 90-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. This patient has a background of diabetes mellitus that has been under control most of the time, severe coronary artery disease with atrial fibrillation and hyperlipidemia. All of those are factors along with age that are responsible for the nephrosclerosis. The patient does not have significant proteinuria.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

3. Coronary artery disease. The patient was admitted recently to the hospital for the chest pain, however, the stress test was reported negative. Cardiac catheterization was not done. At the present time, we know that Mr. Agosto has 16 stents.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. The patient has prostate cancer that is followed by Dr. Onyishi. We are going to reevaluate this case in four months with laboratory workup.
