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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 50-year-old male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV getting into stage V. The patient has diabetic nephropathy. He has diabetic retinopathy and some degree of macular degeneration and he is receiving intraocular injections. Because of the deterioration of the kidney function, the patient was referred to Winter Haven for the placement of the peritoneal dialysis catheter that was accomplished yesterday with success. The patient is going to be flushed for the first time in 48 hours. On the other hand, this patient has been evaluated by the Largo Transplant Team and the evaluation is going to continue and keep the patient active in the transplant list.

2. Anemia that is associated to the chronic kidney disease and that we will treat at the Dialysis Center.

3. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. We continue the followup of this case at the Kidney Transplant Center.
