Barbara Kestelwoot was seen for followup of hyperthyroidism secondary to Graves’ disease.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Graves’ disease.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Coronary artery disease.

5. Metastatic renal cell carcinoma.

Current Medications: PTU 50 mg, eight pills per week in addition to her other medications.

General review was unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 110/66, weight 149 pounds, and BMI is 29. The thyroid gland was not palpable and there was no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear.

Recent thyroid function test: Free T4 0.93, free T3 3.5, both normal and TSH 0.04, partially suppressed.

IMPRESSION: Hyperthyroidism, secondary to Graves’ disease with metastatic renal cell carcinoma, peripheral vascular disease, and hypertension.

I have advised that she continue on the current medication and return for followup in three months.
