CC: Lab followup.
HPI: An 84-year-old male who has a history of hypothyroidism. His admit levothyroxine dose was 125 mcg q.d. His baseline labs included a TSH, which was suppressed at 0.21. The patient’s levothyroxine was decreased to 100 mcg q.d. and his six-week TSH returns elevated at 9.33. So somewhere in the middle between 100 and 125 mcg is hopefully where his replacement will be adequate.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hypothyroid. On 100 mcg of levothyroxine his TSH is elevated at 9.33 indicating need for more levothyroxine so I am increasing dose to 125 mcg, which he started on, but we will give it only Monday through Friday and then do an eight-week followup of TSH on 05/08/2024.
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
