CC: Right eye redness.
HPI: A 97-year-old female with end-stage dementia followed by Suncrest Hospice and I was asked to see her regarding her right eye. The patient spends her day in bed, will occasionally sit up on her couch for a short period of time but is generally in bed and usually asleep. Meals are taken in bed. She has to be encouraged to eat and meals are set up. She can feed herself. The patient was resting comfortably when seen, I said her name she did not wake up so I did what I could as she was laying and I was able to examine her.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, chronic pain, and chronic skin keratosis with intermittent infection.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Suncrest.

MEDICATIONS: Norco 10/325 mg one tablet b.i.d., lorazepam 1 mg q.6h. routine, then wound care items to her buttocks and nystatin powder to groin areas.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female sleeping soundly.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/70, pulse 75, respirations 16, and unable to weigh.

HEENT: Eyes: Right eye upper lid closed but pink with edema. There was mild crusting on the lash and I was able to open her eye and there is injection of the sclera. Left eye is WNL.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm. No murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Flat and hyperactive bowel sounds. No distention or tenderness.
Remainder of skin she has keratosis scattered hands, arms, and pretibial areas. No current infections.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Conjunctivitis right eye. Erythromycin ophthalmic ointment thin ribbon to the right eye in a thin film on the upper lid both t.i.d. x5 days then b.i.d. till resolved.

2. End-stage dementia. The patient is sleeping pretty much all day and all night with little PO intake. She does appear to be comfortable. No pain. She can let us know when she does have it.
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
