CC: Decline with initiation of comfort measures.
HPI: A 93-year-old gentleman with endstage COPD and dementia is seen today. The patient was sitting in the dining room after lunch and tray had been taken. He was just sitting there quietly with eyes closed, but spontaneous respirations. Staff reported that the patient’s daughter had been with him earlier today at both lunch and breakfast and had commented when she left that “well! I guess this is the end.” The patient was seated quietly and did not respond to verbalizations. I was able to listen to his heart and his respirations without any resistance and it was noted that his lung fields were clear. I asked staff to take the patient to his room, lie him in bed with his head elevated. Then, about 20 minutes later, I was contacted as his daughter/POA Jackie Babcock was on the unit. I went to the room. She appeared concerned, but she was quiet and I told her what had happened since she had left and that we were at the place of comfort measures. She was quiet and in agreement. The patient is followed by Traditions Hospice, they were contacted, came and I requested that the nurse order comfort measures. Those comfort measures are Roxanol 20 mg/mL 0.25 mL (5 mg) to be given q. three hours p.r.n. for right now. He is given a right now dose on arrival. Also, Lorazepam Intensol 2 mg/mL 1 mL (1 mg q.6h. p.r.n.), and atropine to be given two drops q.2h. p.r.n. On arrival, he will also be given a dosage of this. I have spoken with the daughter and she is aware of his condition and this is basically a time of watching and waiting. I reassured her that he will be kept comfortable and, if she had any comment or issues in this course that she certainly can let us know.
