HPI: A 74-year-old female with endstage Alzheimer’s disease and Parkinsonism is observed on the unit. She is in a Broda chair. The patient is total assist with 6/6 ADLs. She is primarily nonverbal. Occasionally, she will make a grunt or an utterance, but not able to communicate need. She also has a history of pseudobulbar affect which has been treated with Nuedexta. The patient has endstage unspecified dementia. She is dependent on total assist for 6/6 ADLs and spends her days reclined in her Broda chair out in the day room where staff can attend to her. Recently, she has had an increase in agitation much more fidgety in her Broda chair appearing uncomfortable. When readjusted, it is unclear whether it is more comfortable or no change. Today, I spoke with her hospice nurse. She is followed by Valir Hospice. Kerry is her nurse and she is very familiar with the patient. So, we discussed an adjustment in her medications. She currently receives Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d. and it is questionable whether this is effective. However, she has had it for a couple of weeks and there has not been this fidgeting. So, Xanax 0.25 mg q.6h. p.r.n. which the patient has had a long-term order for it, but has been used infrequently. If at all, the decision to make it routine b.i.d. was made and we will monitor the patient over the next few days to see if she appears any more settled. It is important that she still be able to open her mouth and swallow medications as needed though she is on very few. This information is also conveyed to her daughter/POA Season Presson Belcher.
