HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 46-year-old gentleman. He is a plumbing electrician and does a lot of remodeling. He is married. He has four children. He comes in today because at one time he was taking some kind of GERD medication which really helped him, he stopped taking it and his symptoms have returned.

The pain in the chest appears to be on the right side, never goes to the left side. He also has a history of asthma. He was using his albuterol at one time, but he has not used that for some time. Last time, he had blood work was summer 2023. His cholesterol was 275 and we are going to recheck his cholesterol today because he stopped taking all his medications.

AT ONE TIME, HIS H. PYLORI WAS DONE THAT WAS NEGATIVE. His TSH, A1c, CBC, PSA and testosterone were within normal limits last year.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has had history of hyperlipidemia, asthma, and gastroesophageal reflux.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: He stopped taking all his medications.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As I said, he is electrician plumber and does a lot of remodeling. He does not smoke. He does not drink on regular basis. He has four children. They have been married for 15 years.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother is okay. Father died when child was just 4 years old; he was shot to death.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 164 pounds. His weight is stable, has not changed much. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 70. Blood pressure 128/89.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. As far as chest pain is concerned, this appears to be GERD in general.

2. He has lost 5 pounds.

3. His EKG today is within normal limits.

4. We did an ultrasound of his abdomen which was within normal limits.

5. We also looked at his legs and arms because of pain most likely related to the kind of job he does. This was also within normal limits.

6. Thyroid looks good.

7. Minimal fatty liver.

8. Gallbladder is within normal limits.

9. Hyperlipidemia. Recheck cholesterol.

10. We told him that we will get the results back and we will call.

11. He is definitely fasting today.

12. Again, EKG reviewed with the patient and wife.

13. Asthma, well controlled.

14. He does not really have hypertension. He states at one time he was at a friend’s house and they were drinking and they both checked their blood pressure and his blood pressure was elevated.

15. No other concerns at this time till we get his blood work and we will discuss the results with him.

16. His H. pylori has been checked and it was negative.

17. Nexium 40 mg was given today.
