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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old white male that has a history of diabetes mellitus that was diagnosed in 2022, arterial hypertension and sleep apnea on CPAP. The patient had surgery done in Orlando Regional, Dr. Garcia, for meningioma, complications were present and administration of antibiotics was also part of the treatment. While in the hospital, the patient had acute kidney injury and eventually the patient has been recovering the kidney function. In the most recent laboratory workup, the patient has a creatinine of 1.1., an estimated GFR of 67, a glucose that is 120. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 254. Pending is the albumin-to-creatinine ratio that we are going to get the determination for the next visit. In other words, the patient has recovered the kidney function, the presence of protein is minimum.

2. Anemia that is evaluated and has been followed by Dr. Ahmed. The patient has been receiving iron infusions and the administration of Retacrit.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure today is 120/64.

4. Diabetes mellitus that is under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 5.8.

5. Type II meningioma status post resection. We are going to follow the case in six months with laboratory workup. If the patient remains in stable condition and there is no increase in the proteinuria, we will send the patient back to the primary.
