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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 81-year-old white female patient of Dr. Wood that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA-A1. The patient has a laboratory workup that was done on 02/15/2024 in which the serum creatinine is 1.2, BUN 21 and estimated GFR 42 mL/min. The complete metabolic profile showed the presence of calcium of 10.6 which is slightly elevated and the recommendation is to do an ionized calcium, PTH and phosphate. The patient has albumin that is 4.5 and globulin is 3.1. There is no evidence of anemia. We have to rule out the possibility of hyperparathyroidism.

2. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

3. Arterial hypertension. Today, the blood pressure reading is 166/95. The patient states that at home and whenever she takes the blood pressure is within normal range.

4. Gastroesophageal reflux disease treated with the administration of omeprazole.

5. Hyperlipidemia that has been under control.

6. The patient is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Parnassa. The workup so far has been negative. The urinalysis is normal, there is no evidence of hematuria and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is pretty close to 200 mg/g of creatinine. Reevaluation in one year.
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
