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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 87-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of diabetes mellitus. The patient has been treated with the administration of Ozempic in combination with metformin and Januvia. Because of the shortage of Ozempic, the patient was without it for a couple of weeks; however, when the laboratory workup was taken, the hemoglobin A1c has been with adequate levels, less than 8%. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure at this time is 127/57.
2. The patient has CKD stage II. He continues with the serum creatinine of 1.1, a BUN of 24 and an estimated GFR of 65.

3. Hyperlipidemia. The patient has a total cholesterol as of 03/08/2024 of 153, the triglycerides are 133, the LDL cholesterol is 66 and HDL is 60.

4. B12 deficiency on supplementation.

5. The patient does not have any evidence of anemia. The hemoglobin is 13.1 and the hematocrit is 35. We are going to reevaluate this case in four months with laboratory workup.
