CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sinus pressure and nasal congestion.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that nasal congestion started five six days ago and she took Nyquil without any relief and then the patient started having sinus pressure. She had low-grade fever without any chills and she was not exposed to any serious infections.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, ear discharge, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals congested nasal passages bilaterally and sinus type headache.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
