PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 97% at room air.
Blood pressure 165/98.

Pulse 73.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.2.

HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Pneumonia.

2. ER followup.

3. Cough.
PLAN: The patient received the following injection in the clinic today, Rocephin 1 g IM. She was observed for additional 15 minutes during which she displayed no side effects from the medication. She is comfortable with being discharged. She was advised to continue medications she received from the ER, increase fluids, to come back if worse. Other than that, to return tomorrow for the final injection of Rocephin.
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
