The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leonard is a 61-year-old married African American male seen for medication review. He sounds good. He described that he does not have any video so he wants to work on audio. He described he has not been hearing voices. He is not feeling paranoid. He is sleeping good. Denies any vegetative symptoms of depression. Denies any suicidal thoughts. He described he is taking his medication regularly. He is on Seroquel 300 mg at bedtime, trazodone 150 mg at bedtime, lamotrigine 25 mg b.i.d., fluphenazine 0.5 mg b.i.d., and melatonin 10 mg at bedtime. He also described that he is taking his medications for his blood pressure which has been normal, but sometimes it goes up and he is following his medical doctor. Leonard was alert, oriented, coherent and logical. There were no suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. Denies any auditory or visual hallucination or persecutory feeling. He was calm, quiet, pleasant, and appropriate.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable, history of diabetes and hypertension. 

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. I have sent a prescription for Seroquel 300 mg at bedtime, trazodone 75 mg at bedtime, lamotrigine 25 mg twice a day, fluphenazine 2.5 mg twice a day, and melatonin 10 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects explained. The patient has consented about the treatment and a followup appointment was given in 30 days.
