The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 65-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder. Leslie described that he has been doing very well. He is taking his medications and feeling very good. He denies any hallucination, mood swings or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any conflict with his wife. He described he is very regular in medication and he feels more normal. He also described that the medication has been working and he is going to have birthday on 03/20/2024. I congratulated him and wished him a happy birthday and also appreciated his adherence with the medication and improvement in overall functioning. He described his relationship with his wife as good. When I asked him whether I should talk to his wife, he states my wife is sleeping at this time. Therefore, I do not want to awake her. Since medication has been working, I explained that he should continue with the same medication. He described he has sufficient supply of the medication. He is on Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime and 100 mg twice a day and Depakote 500 mg at bedtime. The risks, benefits, and side effects are explained. He has no involuntary movements or any symptoms of akathisia, restlessness or any tremors. He was asking some information about Prevagen and asked whether he can take it. I explained that he can maybe try it. If any problem, I will always look into it. He was contemplating that he will discuss with his wife although he does not feel that he needs it. 
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, currently compliant, improvement in relationship with the wife, compliant with medication. 
PLAN: I have not sent any prescription. The patient was provided support, education about the medications and also encouragement for adherence and work on his psychosocial issues and problems. Prognosis guarded.
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
