HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 2-year-old young child presents with mother due to having a new rash on hands and mouth noticed this morning that are itching and look pustular in nature. The child currently has no active bleeding and he has no other lesions. He was seen in the clinic on 03/06/24 and given a diagnosis of impetigo. He is currently on amoxicillin 400 mg twice a day for the next seven days to continue on.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As stated, the amoxicillin.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. He does not attend daycare.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is awake, alert and oriented. He interacts with others. He does not appear particularly ill, a little apprehensive when approaching him.
VITAL SIGNS: Stable

EYES/EARS: Within normal limits.

NECK: Full range of motion. Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2 sounds. No murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft abdomen, nontender, with bowel sounds in all four quadrants.

SKIN: Examination of the skin did note pustular lesions at various stages around the mouth and both hands.

ASSESSMENT: Hand-foot-and-mouth disease. 
PLAN: We will treat with 5 mg amoxicillin four times a day for the next five days.
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
