PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is in no acute distress. Alert.

HEENT: Eyes: Within normal limits on inspection. Pharynx within normal limits on inspection.

NECK: Thyroid normal limits.

RESPIRATORY: Chest nontender. No respiratory distress. Breath sounds within all four quadrants. Clear to auscultation.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs. No gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No organomegaly.

NEUROLOGIC: Oriented x 4.

SKIN: No lesions. Normal color. Warm, dry, and intact to touch.
EKG performed in the office demonstrated normal sinus rhythm.
