CHIEF COMPLIANT: Chief complaint from the mother is a cough and fever with a T-max at home of 102.3

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother states the child is fussy and running a fever with a cough and congestion. No over-the-counter treatments at this time. The patient is eating and playing normal per mother, but stating that temperature is intermittent. Associated symptoms are listed from the history of fever, sweating, runny nose, drainage, and cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No chronic diseases.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

ALLERGIES: No allergies noted.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No secondhand smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All clear minus the ones stated in the HPI.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child does have rhinorrhea, mild pharyngeal erythema and lymphadenopathy. No acute distress.

HEENT: Eyes within normal to inspection. Pupils equal, round, and reactive to light. Airways within normal limits.

NECK: Supple. Full range of motion.

RESPIRATORY: No distress noted. Breath sounds normal. No wheezing or rales auscultated.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. S1 and S2 heard.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. No distention. Bowel sounds in all four quadrants.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Plan is to educate mother on home care, treatment of symptoms with over-the-counter medicines to control temperature such as Tylenol and Motrin. Antibiotics given in the clinic of amoxicillin 250 mg per 5 mL and she will give 6.3 mL twice a day for the next seven days for a diagnosis of a patient with upper respiratory infection and fever. Counseling provided on diagnosis as well as followup.
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
