HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother states she gave child candy this morning and the child complained of an upset stomach so mother gave Motrin and at that time within 10 minutes the child had vomited twice and she was concerned and wanted to have the patient evaluated. The last vomit was four hours ago with symptom improvement noted and at this time no current nausea or vomiting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

MEDICATIONS: Currently on no medications.

ALLERGIES: No allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to secondhand smoke noted.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noted all other systems were within normal limits.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is in no acute distress and was alert.

HEENT: Eyes within normal to inspection. PERRL.

NECK: Full range of motion. No lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: No distress. Breath sounds were clear to all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs. No gallops noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Normal bowel sounds heard in all four quadrants. No bruits noted. No rebound tenderness.
