CHIEF COMPLAINT: Cough, sore throat, and fever.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient states he woke up this morning and felt like he had a fever. Mother states the child felt like he also had a fever and was given Motrin that helped. His concern now is that he is experiencing left ear pain at a mild level with associated symptoms of fever, earache, runny nose, drainage, and cough. No over-the-counter medicines taken at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No chronic diseases.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Currently on no medications.

ALLERGIES: He has no allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to secondhand smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Everything else was normal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient in no acute distress.

HEENT: Left TM showed mild erythema with redness and bulging in the TM. Rhinorrhea as well as pharyngeal erythema. Eyes within normal to inspection. Nose within normal to inspection.

NECK: Supple. No lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. Breath sounds were normal in all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. Bowel sounds in all four quadrants.

SKIN: Color was normal. Warm, dry, and intact.

NEUROLOGIC: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X are grossly intact.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Left otitis media. Plan is to give amoxicillin 500 mg twice a day for the next seven days. Counseling was provided to the patient as well as mother in room on labs, diagnosis, and followup plan.
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
