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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2019, the patient was in Hawaii.  The patient got hit by another person onto the head.  This happened doing mixed martial arts fighting exercise.  The patient tells me that he was hit by another person on to the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness on the ground.  The patient tells me that the loss of consciousness also last 30 seconds a minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also has severe head pain.  The patient was confused for the rest of the day.

The patient currently has significant memory loss, brain fog, trouble sleeping, anxiety, chronic headaches, and slurred speech.

The patient is currently working for the Air Force as a mechanic. The patient is a professional MMA fighter.  The patient tells me that the headaches are significantly affecting his job at work.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty concentrate and focus.  His memory deficits also affecting him to remember his past duties.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate at workup. These symptoms also affecting him as a professional MMA fighter.  The patient has difficulty with concentration.
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
