Multiple sclerosis.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 38-year-old male with chief complaint of multiple sclerosis.

The patient has been taking Copaxone 40 mg three times a day.  He tells me that it is helping him significantly.  The patient tells me that when he started using the Copaxone, he feels that he is much stronger.  Denies any significant side effects.  He is taking Copaxone 40 mg three times a week.  The patient tells me that he is able to move his arms and legs are stronger.  The patient is not taking Tecfidera any more.

Motor examination of bilateral extremities are 5/5.  Bilateral lower extremities are 5/5.
The gait is normal.

IMPRESSION
Multiple sclerosis.  The patient has been taking Copaxone 40 mg three times a week, for the last eight months. The patient tells me that he sees significant improvement in his strength.  The patient tells me that he is able to walk better.  The patient is able to stand better.  His arms and legs are stronger.
His WBC is 5.5.  His absolute lymphocyte is 1617, absolute neutrophil 2701.  These labs were done on 01/23/2024.

Mobile sclerosis, stable.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Continue Copaxone 40 mg injection three times a week.  Continue to get blood test, including comprehensive metabolic panel, CBC, liver function test, CBC with differential, every three months while he is on Copaxone.

2. Recommend the patient follow up with me in three months.
