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PROCEDURE: Carotid Duplex and subclavian examination.

DIAGNOSIS: Carotid stenosis.

IMPRESSION:
1. That appears to be severe plaques, which are smooth homogenous in the right bulb and in the left bulb and proximal ICA.

2. Velocities are elevated as follows right CCA proximal 139/24, right ICA proximal 164/34, mid 162/33, distal 202/44, and in the left proximal CCA at 310/55, mid 258/74, and distal 230/59. ECA velocities right and left are 141/28 and 261/49.

3. Antegrade vertebrals.

4. Normal subclavian artery flow.

Based on the NASCET scale, the degree of stenosis in the bilateral CCA appears to be in the 60-70% range with plaques and elevated velocity.
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
