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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  It was in August 2004, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was in the building and got blew up by 10,000 pounds of explosives.  The patient tells me that the ceiling collapsed.  The patient tells me and then it is followed by a many mortar attacks.  The patient becomes confused and disoriented.  The patient becomes dazed.  He has headaches immediately.  The second episode was a few months after, in Iraq.  The patient was in an armored vehicle.  The patient was under IED explosion attack.  The patient tells me that there was explosion.  He hit his head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about one minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has significant headache, dizziness, and tinnitus.

Since the event, the patient has significant symptoms including chronic migraine headaches, tinnitus, dizziness, fatigue, balance issues, irritability, concentration difficulty, memory loss, vision issues, social interaction issues, and understanding issues.  The patient also diagnosed with PTSD.

The patient has been taking sumatriptan for migraine headaches as needed.

The patient is currently retired.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient in Iraq, was in armored vehicle, that got involved in explosion by IED explosion.  The patient tells me that he hit the head and loss of consciousness immediately.  When he woke up, patient was confused, disoriented, and severe headache.  The patient also was involved in another explosion, within the building, which the ceiling collapsed from explosions.

There were motor attacks as well.  The patient has severe confusion, disorientation, and severe headaches after that.

It is my opinion that the head injury followed by a loss of consciousness, confusion, disorientation, and headaches, suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
