HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient states that he was here yesterday, seen for pain and inability to abduct his shoulder. He states that he had an x-ray yesterday, but he is back today to review the results. He states that pain is a little better, but he still cannot fully abduct his left shoulder. He states that pain is 6/10 increases with range of motion and touches, the pain is located in the lateral surface of the shoulder.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

LEFT SHOULDER: Reduced abduction. All other range of motion normal. No scapular winging. No deformity. Tenderness to palpation in the region of AC joint and his deltoid muscle regions. Neurovascularly intact.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Calcific tendinitis, left shoulder.

2. Reduced range of motion, left shoulder.

PLAN: X-ray reveals intra-articular loose body versus calcification of the supraspinatus tendon. The patient was given a consultation to see orthopedic. He was given medication on yesterday’s visit, he received ibuprofen, he was advised to take the medication as this will help with his inflammation.
He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
