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A 71-year-old gentleman is being seen for face-to-face evaluation. The patient currently is under hospice for malignant neoplasm of bladder. The patient has a history of off and on hematuria, anemia, weakness, fatigue related to his anemia, confusion, he is only oriented x2, decreased mentation most likely because of his chronic anemia. The patient lives in a home that requires help from a provider to do his ADLs. He also has low back pain which requires treatment. He has issues with sleep and decreased appetite most likely related to his bladder cancer. He has a KPS score of 40%. Given his poor appetite, his weight loss, continuation of his hematuria and the fact that he emphatically wants no treatment, he remains at a grave prognosis and continues to require care on hospice both by aides and nurses to keep him as comfortable as possible.
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
