This is a 72-year-old gentleman being seen for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. He also has increased fatigue, muscle weakness, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, peripheral vascular disease, recurrent chest pain, orthopnea, and increased mentation. The patient is in class IV NYHA with significant shortness of breath with any type of activity and at rest.

Over the past three to four weeks, the patient has had more weight loss of at least 5 pounds and decreased appetite. Everyone around him notices that he has lost weight. He has a KPS score of 40%. At times, he has a long stare and developed shortness of breath with any activity that is why he has a tendency to stay quiet. He does have bladder and bowel incontinence. The patient’s O2 sat is holding at 93% on room air currently. The patient continues to decline rather rapidly regarding his congestive heart failure with other comorbidities that were discussed above.
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
