HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Rodriguez is a 62-year-old gentleman, works hard. He is in landscaping business. He works from sunup to sundown. He is active. He sweats. He runs. He has no chest pain or shortness of breath or any other issues. He has had a history of back problems since 2018. His MRI in 2018 showed disc bulges and spinal stenosis recurrent. Redo of his MRI just recently showed worsening spinal stenosis. He is scheduled with a specialist for laminectomy at this time.
Blood work is up-to-date.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Lopid 600 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Lives with his wife of 40 years. He has four children.
FAMILY HISTORY: No coronary artery disease. No diabetes. No high blood pressure. Mother and father both died of old age.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 192 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 97.5. Respirations 18. Pulse 68. Blood pressure 143/75.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal except for decreased DTRs right side.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Spinal stenosis.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. We looked at his echocardiogram. The right ventricle appears slightly enlarged.

4. Cannot rule out sleep apnea.

5. Liver is not fatty.

6. Gallbladder looks normal.

7. Kidneys are within normal limits.

8. Prostate is within normal limits for his age.

9. Carotid stenosis is minimal.

10. We will obtain EKG and other blood work when it is time for surgery. Otherwise, he has never had any surgery in the past and has low risk of anesthesia and findings were discussed with the patient and Patty, his daughter.
